    DOOR PRIZE REDEMPTION RULES REMINDER 
 

As voted by our membership our Door Prize program has been 
split from our Volunteer Thank You program. This change al-
lowed us to rethink how we pass out our door prizes as well as 
guaranteeing an overage of door prize plants. We brought the 

concern about the overage to the membership and it was voted to retain the amount of 
daylilies purchased. As a result this year we will have multiple double fans of door prizes cultivars to be awarded to 
20 door prize winners. We brought this to the member’s attention and they voted to auction the extras. So to speed 
this along we will be handing out the door prizes and auctioning the remainders in this method. 
 

Use the door prize folder at meetings (complete with pictures) and the newsletter door prize list (be sure it's the door 
prize plants not the auction plants) to select your desired cultivar and a few backup choices.   

 

If possible check the displayed door prize plants before the auction starts to make sure your selections were re-
turned and look robust to you. If the plant was not returned, you can't expect to claim it. 

 

Prior to the auction starting, see the Club Secretary (Nancy Sniff) to claim your door prize voucher. This will be ex-
changed during the door prize portion of the auction for your door prize daylily. 

 

You, or a representative, must be present during the door prize section of the auction to claim your door prize plant. 
The door prize cultivars will be presented at the end of the auction power point in alphabetic order. When the 
plant you want comes on the screen immediately hold up your voucher to redeem it for that plant. If you aren't 
seen, make some noise!   

 

If more door prize winners want a specific cultivar then there are pieces available, the people winning first (ex. Janu-
ary over March) will have first choice. The first one drawn in a given month will have precedence over the sec-
ond person drawn at that same meeting. 

 

Hand over your voucher and take your plant. 
 

After a brief pause for door prize voucher redemption the bidding on that cultivar will begin. Once bidding starts it is 
too late to claim that plant as a door prize. You can bid, but you can't exchange your voucher for it.   

 

After any remaining fans are auctioned off, we will proceed to the next cultivar. 
 

If you do not do exchange your voucher during the door prize portion of the auction, you do not receive a door prize 
plant. As in the past, all you get is our best wishes. 

**IMPORTANT REMINDER FOR AUCTION** 
 

Just like last year, we will have a "Donation Receiving" table. This table will be located just 
outside of the auction room. Watch for the "Stop" sign. Everyone should stop here to pick up 
bags for your purchases. If you also have plants to donate, the volunteer will ask you if your 
donation is club plants, door prize plants or other donations. This small extra step will allow 
our Sorters to work as efficiently as possible. During the auction, we are asking every to 
please place your purchases in a bag before setting them on the carpet. Additional bags will 
be available as the auction proceeds. This will keep the housekeeping to a minimum and 
make cleanup quicker for those staying after to help.
